There’s a hymn titled “Refiner’s Fire” and some of the lyrics are “Purify my heart. Let
me be as gold and precious silver. Refiner's fire. My heart's one desire is to be holy. Set apart
for You.” One verse that this song draws from is Zechariah 13:9, “And I will bring the third
part through the fire, Refine them as silver is refined, And test them as gold is tested. They
will call on My name, And I will answer them; I will say, ‘They are My people,” And they will
say, ‘The Lord is my God.””

Silver and gold are continually valuable metals as : \
they are used for everything from computers to jewelry. As \
the scripture mentions, the precious metals must be refined.
Silver is purified with fire and nitric acid which is highly
corrosive and not good for humans at all. Gold is purified
with fire and chlorine gas, which is also very deadly! It is so
befitting to Christians when we look at how this applies to

us today.

First, is that we will be refined as we strive to serve God. The thing is it will not come
suddenly or with ease. The reason for explaining the fire and deadly chemicals used is for us
to realize our process of purification will entail pain. Amidst trials we are reminded in James
to count it all joy but also in Isaiah we are told not to fear when we pass through the fire for
we will not be burned. The intention of our refining is not harm but a production of a better
self.

Second is what comes after the refining process. After the adversity, challenges, and
growth as a Christian you will call on the name of God and he will say you are his. It should
not matter what we have to go through in our lives, because as long God says we are his
people and we proudly claim he is our God then that is true success. We ought to be people
who seek to always better ourselves striving after the perfect example of our savior.
