Growing up I played tee-ball and then baseball once I got older. I wasn’t
the best hitter nor was I that good at playing second base. I happened though, to
enjoy catcher the most. This combined with my general support for Detroit
teams had me cheering for our catcher who was very good at the time. I even
got the opportunity to go to a game. I still remember the score and the team.

I know not everyone enjoys baseball, but it holds a special place in my
heart. I think of the three main things one needs to play baseball: a glove/mitt, a
bat, and a ball. Most of us know you only use a bat on offense and a glove/mitt
on defense.

A player who runs hard at first but gives up will
not get the base. We too must run and run to obtain our goal! (1 Cor. 9:24).
